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Reservoir site at 15th Ave NE & NE 180th St
What 6s New in the District

Wedbve come a |l ong way since 1931 when K
Shoreline Water District, was established. In 1936, the District installed a 50,000
gallon reservoir at 15th Ave NE and NE 180th St where a 3.7 million gallon reservoir
now resides. You can see a picture of the old and new reservoirs above. Thanks to the
first District Commissioners, H.A. Cross, William G. Monroe and L.H. Coffel and all the
subsequent commissioners, for looking ahead and ensuring we have adequate water
supply. How have things changed over the years?
We continue to upgrade our system annually, replacing aging and undersized water
mains in order to provide a reliable distribution system and greater fire flows to all of
our customers. Other system components, such as flow meters, booster pumps and
reservoirs are properly scheduled for maintenance and upgrades to ensure consistent
and safe water supply to all our customers. A well maintained system equates to lower
long range capital costs, which keeps our rates reasonable.
The District began wupdating itds websit
update later this year. Check it out ahttp://www.shorelinewater.org/. During 2009,
the District also:
Installed 360 feet of water main along 15th Ave NE to improve fire flows.
Started a project to improve the water quality in the 2.0 million gallon (mg)
tank at the intersection of NE 196th Court and 40th Place NE.

In 2010, the District will be:
Installing a new 12 inch transmission main along 25th Ave NE to improve
water quality and water circulation throughout the District. The project is ex-
pected to be completed in the fall of 2010.
Getting a new paint job on the 2.0 mg reservoir (at the intersection of NE
196th Court and 40th Place).
Completing design and beginning construction on a new water main
replacement project along NE 175th.
Starting design on upgrading the largest pump station in the District.
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
